There will be opportunities for children to learn and socialise under the care of
professional, qualified and enthusiastic staff while making friends for life in the
company of the children they may be starting school with. As play is a vital
element of child development, the experiences and activities offered in the
Cylch Meithrin are based on the Curriculum for Wales learning themes and on
learning through play. The Cylch will also aim to adopt the Curiosity Approach
and will support staff to become accredited. A particular emphasis will be
given to language, literacy and numeracy skills couple with personal and
social development. The whole service will be delivered through the medium
of Welsh.

The happiness and safety of each and every child is Cylch Meithrin Traed
Bech Twymyn’s priority. The Cylch offers the best possible care in a happy
and secure atmosphere, and the opportunity for each child to reach his or her
full potential by learning through play. The Cylch has equipment such as, toys
and resources which reflect the developmental needs and the age range of
the children. Equipment and resources will be from natural materials where
possible, which aligns with our core values. Careful attention will be given to
planning the outside play area, so that the Cylch can offer children
opportunities for stimulating activities in the open air.

The staff are trained and experienced to ensure that each child receives
appropriate and tender care and attention. Consideration is given to each
individual child’s developing needs including socialising, learning and play.

By registering your child at Cylch Meithrin Traed Bech Twymyn’s you can be
assured that your child’s development will be a sure and positive one.

In accordance with the CIW regulations, staff to children ratios must be
followed which are 1:8 over three years old, 1:4 for two-year-olds. The ratio for
children under 2 years old is 1:3. The Cylch accepts children as soon as they
turn 18 months old if there is space in the Cylch.

EACILITIES

The Cylch Meithrin meets in the village hall. The Cylch meets in the main hall
which is set out specifically for children, and is wheelchair accessible.
Children are greeted in the hallway and welcome area and there is also a
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kitchen toilet (suitable for disabled persons) for the Cylch’s use
towards the back of the building.

Within the main hall we will have designated areas that will include -

Storytime area

Roleplay and dress up area
Kitchen play area

Sleeping area

Sensory area

Dining area

Tuff trays

Physical exercise and dancing area
Numeracy and literacy area
Garden / outdoor play area which includes a shelter, mud kitchen, sun
shade and water play.

Weather permitting, the children can also use the village playground which is
nearby. We also have permission to play in the field next door. We have a
changing room/toilet suitable for disabled children.

EEES

The Cylch will offer full day care from 7:45am to 5:30pm from Tuesday to
Friday, 51 weeks a year. There won’t be a term time only options (this will be
reviewed in future based on demand) but provided 1 month notice is given,
parents will be entitled to 8 days or 2 weeks (pro-rata) for holidays with fees
charged at 50%. For example, a child that usually attends 2 days week will
have 4 days of “holidays” per year. Any holiday absences over and above the
2 week allowance will be charged in full. The holiday year runs from January
to December.

We ask for you to phone or email before 9.30am if your child is unable to
attend on the day. The fees must be paid in full during absences.

The Cylch Meithrin is registered for Tax Free Childcare and the Childcare offer
for Wales (20 hours of free childcare per week).

RETAINER FEE

Once we have confirmed and offered places we kindly ask for a retainer to
guarantee your space to be paid promptly before your child starts with us. The
fee is calculated as 50% of the costs of your usual monthly fees (assuming a
month is 4 weeks) i.e. If you register for 1 day a week, which would be £230 a
month your retainer fee will be £115. Your space will not be guaranteed until
this fee is paid. The retainer will be kept on your account and returned when
you leave.

LATE PAYMENTS

Due to the fragile nature of the Cylch's financial situation late payments can
have an adverse effect on our cash flow. Invoices will be raised approximately
one week before the end of the month. We will raise the invoice for your usual
fee but taking into account any holidays you have arranged for that final week.
If any changes occur during the final week of the month this will be refunded /
charged in the following month. We kindly ask you to ensure that invoices are
paid promptly. We will operate a late payment policy as follows.
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7 days late - Reminder
14 days late - Reminder
21 days late - An interest rate charge of 8% is added to the total amount due
28 days late - A further interest rate charge of 8% is added to the total amount
due

If payments reach the point where interest is charged in three separate
occasions, the management committee will begin formal proceedings and
your child will lose their place in the Cylch.

ADMISSIONS

We welcome all children over 18 months old and under 4 years old to the
Cylch, however when the number of applicants exceed the number of places
available, we will follow the same criteria as Cylch Meithrin Glantwymyn
therefore priority will be given to the older children:

HEALTHY EATING

We provide a healthy and nutritious breakfast, lunch and snack for each child
that attends Traed Bech Twymyn. The children will be served a hot meal for
lunch that will be supplied by a local external company. The staff will heat and
serve the food and will have a food hygiene certificate. Traed Bech Twymyn is
registered as a food business and we have a food hygiene rating of 5. There
will be an opportunity in the registration pack for you to inform us of any
dietary requirements or allergies.

VISITS OUTSIDE THE CYLCH

The Cylch will try to give opportunities for the children to take part in activities
away from the usual setting once a term i.e., visit a local farm, trip to the
beach, Sioe Dewin a Doti or Sioe Nadolig Cyw. We have high-vis clothing,
“hold a ring” walking rope and two double buggies. We will inform parents of
all planned outings and will require signed consent forms.

FUNDRAISING

The Cylch Meithrin is a registered charity (1200150) and is partly funded from
grants. The Cylch organises fundraising activities and we welcome your ideas
and help. The Cylch depends on parents to run the Cylch through the
Committee, and so it is essential that parents attend the meetings. Meetings
are held every term.

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The Cylch Meithrin has a number of policies in particular areas which
affect the Cylch’s activities.

CHILDREN WITH ADDITIONAL NEEDS

The Cylch promotes equal opportunities for all. If your child requires
additional assistance the Cylch staff are able to access additional support
through Mudiad Meithrin. A copy of the Cylch’s Special Needs Policy is
available at the Cylch. The Committee Member with responsibility for
Additional Needs is Manon Wyn Jones working closely with the Leader, Ffion
Ellis.

LANGUAGE AND EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES

All the Cylch’s activities are conducted through the medium of Welsh. The
Cylch Committee will try to ensure that facilities are available so that every
parent/carer, whatever his/her linguistic background, has the opportunity to
contribute to the Cylch’s activities.

We try to ensure that every aspect of our activities promotes equal
opportunities for every individual whatever his/her nationality, colour, race,
gender, sexuality, disability, religion, age, marital status, culture or social
class. This includes access to activities, equal treatment and respect for each
individual.

MEDICAL EMERGENCY

If a child requires emergency medical treatment and the Cylch is unable to
contact the parents or any other emergency contact, the Cylch will make the
necessary arrangements to ensure the child’s wellbeing.

By signing the childcare contract, the cylch is given permission to carry out
emergency arrangements.

MEDICINE

Although we do not recommend giving medication to a child while they are at
the Cylch Meithrin unless it is medically prescribed, the Cylch Meithrin
acknowledges that parents/ carers /guardians may ask the Cylch Meithrin to
administer a pain killer e.g. Calpol in certain situations, e.g. when a child is
teething.

Nevertheless, we strongly believe that a child who is unwell should be at
home, and therefore we will not accept a child into the Cylch if they have
received a pain killer e.g. Calpol before arrival.

If a child develops a high temperature (over 38 degrees) while present in the
Cylch, the staff (with the parents' permission) will administer a pain killer
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(Calpol) in order to control their temperature until a
parent/guardian/carer arrives to fetch them.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

The Cylch conforms to the requirements of the Health and Safety regulations
and does everything reasonably possible to ensure the health and safety of
everyone at the cylch e.g., protection from the sun, asthma, checking
equipment, food hygiene etc.

The cylch ensures that at least half the staff have a current First Aid
Certificate and attend regular training.

All electrical appliances and fire protection equipment are tested annually.

ACCIDENTS

Accident and Incident Books are provided in the Cylch. If a serious accident
or incident happens to a child, member of staff or visitor at the cylch then this
must be reported to Health and Safety Executive (HSE) under RIDDOR
(Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations)
regulations and CSSIW within 14 days.

COMPLAINTS AND COMPLIMENTS PROCEDURE

We welcome your comments on our service so that we can improve it, if
necessary. When your child leaves the Cylch Meithrin we would be grateful
for your co-operation in completing an evaluation form. We will always be
very happy to receive your compliments, but if you are dissatisfied with any
