The ratio for children under 2 years old is 1:3. We are planning to register to
accept children from 18 months old by Spring 2023.

FACILITIES

The Cylch Meithrin meets in the village hall. The Cylch meets in the main hall
which is set out specifically for children, and is wheelchair accessible. Children
are greeted in the hallway and welcome area and there is also a kitchen, toilet
(suitable for disabled persons) for the Cylch’s use towards the back of the
building.

The Cylch will offer full day care from 7:45am to 5:30pm from Tuesday to Friday,
51 weeks a year. There won'’t be a term time only options (this will be reviewed
in future based on demand) but provided 2 weeks notice is given, parents will
be entitled to 20 days (pro-rata) without charge for holidays.

We ask for you to phone if your child is unable to attend on the day. The fees
must be paid in full during absences.

The fee for full day care (which includes breakfast, lunch and a snack) is £52.50.

The morning session includes an early lunch at 11:30.

£52.50 (£42 with the tax-free childcare scheme)
Full Day (cost includes breakfast, lunch and snacks)
Morning £25 (£20 with the tax-free childcare scheme)
(7:45-12:00) (cost includes breakfast, lunch and snacks)
School Day £42 (£33.60 with the tax-free childcare scheme)
(8:45am - 3:45pm) (cost includes lunch and snacks)

*Retainer Fee — Once we have confirmed and offered places we kindly ask for
a retainer to guarantee your spaces. The fee is calculated as 50% of the costs
of your usual monthly fees (assuming a month is 4 weeks) i.e. If you register for
1 days a week, which would be £210 a month your retainer fee will be £105.
Your space will not be guaranteed until this fee is paid. The retainer will be kept
on your account and returned when you leave.

The Cylch Meithrin accepts Childcare Vouchers and is registered for Tax Free
Childcare and the Childcare offer for Wales.

REGISTRATION

A registration window will open at beginning of each term, for sessions in the
following term. Parents will be notified when the registration period will open,
and should complete an application form. Here is the link to the registration
form - https://forms.gle/sw26QhLXBP51d2nF7 You can also access via our
website.

Once the forms are returned and the registration period has closed, the
applications will be processed by the committee who allocate the spaces
available. This will be done each term for the next academic term i.e. January
2023 registration is for the Summer term (May — August 2023).
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You will get the opportunity to amend your selection 3 times a year.
e In September you will confirm your requirements for Spring term
(January - April) *This is being done later than usual in 2022/2023.
e In January you will confirm your requirements for summer term (May -
August)
e In May you will confirm your requirements for Autumn term (September
- December)

You will be asked to complete a registration pack and a contract with the Cylch
Meithrin before your child attends the Cylch. In addition to this your permission
will be sought to publish your child’s picture for exhibition and publicity
purposes. Registration for the Childcare Offer are not processed by the Cylch
— we will provide information on how to register for these.

ADMISSIONS
We welcome all children over 2 years old and under 4 years old to the Cylch,
however when the number of applicants exceed the number of places available,
we will follow the same criteria as Cylch Meithrin Glantwymyn therefore priority
will be given to the older children:

1. who intend to progress to Ysgol Gynradd Glantwymyn

2. who have been attendees at the Ti a Fi

3. who live in the locality

4. all other children

We are planning to register to accept children from 18 months old by Spring
2023.

HEALTHY EATING

We will provide a healthy any nutritious breakfast, lunch and snack for each
child that attends Traed Bech Twymyn. The children will be served a hot meal
for lunch that will be supplied by a local external company. The staff will heat
and serve the food and will have a food hygiene certificate. Traed Bech
Twymyn is registered as a food business. There will be an opportunity in the
registration pack for you to inform us of any dietary requirements or allergies.

VISITS OUTSIDE THE CYLCH

The Cylch will try to give opportunities for the children to take part in activities
away from the usual setting once a term i.e., visit a local farm, trip to the park
or go for a walk. We have high-vis clothing, “hold a ring” walking rope and two
double buggies. We will inform parents of all planned outings and will require
signed consent forms.

FUNDRAISING

The Cylch Meithrin is a registered charity (1200150) and is partly funded from
grants. The Cylch organises fundraising activities and we welcome your ideas
and help. The Cylch depends on parents to run the Cylch through the
Committee, and so it is essential that parents attend the meetings. Meetings
are held every term.

CYLCH MEITHRIN POLICIES

The Cylch Meithrin has a number of policies in particular areas which affect the
Cylch’s activities. Copies of each policy are kept in a file in the Cylch and all
parents/guardians are welcome to see them.
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CHILDREN WITH SPECIAL NEEDS

The Cylch promotes equal opportunities for all. If your child requires additional
assistance the Cylch staff are able to access additional support through Mudiad
Meithrin. A copy of the Cylch’s Special Needs Policy is available at the Cylch.
The Committee Member with responsibility for Special Needs is Manon Wyn
Jones working closely with the Leader, Ffion Ellis and Depity Leader Donna
Evans.

LANGUAGE AND EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES

All the Cylch’s activities are conducted through the medium of Welsh. The Cylch
Committee will try to ensure that facilities are available so that every
parent/carer, whatever his/her linguistic background, has the opportunity to
contribute to the Cylch’s activities.

We try to ensure that every aspect of our activities promotes equal opportunities
for every individual whatever his/her nationality, colour, race, gender, sexuality,
disability, religion, age, marital status, culture or social class.

If a child requires emergency medical treatment and the Cylch is unable to
contact the parents or any other emergency contact, the Cylch will make the
necessary arrangements to ensure the child’s wellbeing.

By signing the childcare contract, the cylch is given permission to carry out
emergency arrangements.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

The Cylch conforms to the requirements of the Health and Safety regulations
and does everything reasonably possible to ensure the health and safety of
everyone at the cylch e.g., protection from the sun, asthma, checking
equipment, food hygiene etc.

The cylch ensures that at least half the staff have a current First Aid
Certificate and attend regular training.

All electrical appliances and fire protection equipment are tested annually.
